DRAWING PAPER or ILLUSTRATION BOARD 
Several kinds of paper will be provided
You may bring your favorite watercolor paper too; choices might include:

Watercolor paper in blocks or sheets (postcard sized blocks are a good choice) 

Illustration board (cold press, hot press or watercolor board)


Smooth or vellum bristol 


Watercolor canvas (pads, panels or stretched)  

PENCIL SHARPENERS Some will be available in class.

Battery-powered electric sharpeners are good, but a hand sharpener will also be needed. 
MASKING TAPE or ARTISTS’ TAPE
PAINT BRUSHES


Small (but not tiny) watercolor type brushes — one round and pointed, one flat 


(“Waterbrushes” that hold water in the handle are ideal)


Cotton swabs are a useful substitute or addition

Some brushes will be available to use in class
DRAWING BOARD – small size is fine, paper provided will be 9x12" or smaller
ASSORTED ERASERS Some erasers will be available in class
Optional: WATERPROOF DRAWING PEN (Fine line markers like Pigma Micron, Faber-Castell Pitt, Prismacolor Illustration Markers, Staedtler Mars Pigment Liners or drafting pens)

Optional: X-ACTO or other CRAFT KNIFE
